plan with a Phase 1 that addressed immediate 
needs and a long-range plan for future growth. 

" e  Finance Committee, chaired by Denise 
Tabbutt, then developed a ® nancial plan to 
show how we could a! ord to make our plans 
a reality. " e  board is committed to setting 
tuition at a level that provides the best value 
for your dollars. " i s is possible because of your 
generous support for fundraising.
