WPO Activities & Fundraisers

Th e Westside Parent Organization sponsors a variety of family 
events and activities throughout the year.

Please 
try to include the shipping materials for large copier or laser 
cartridges. We get a little bit of money for each cartridge we 
recycle, and by the end of the year it can add up to a nice 
amount.
